What are we learning about? 
English: Text – Journey to the River Sea 
Writing: Character profile, newspaper report, 
information text, letter, description and a recount. 
Grammar: relative clauses, adverbs, commas, semi-
colons, colons and building cohesion with paragraphs. 
SAT’s revision. 
Maths: Multiplication, division, geometry, fractions,  
decimals, percentages, algebra and revision. 
SAT’s revision. 
R.E. Christmas, Prayer, Lent, Holy Week and Easter. 
 
Science: Healthy Bodies – we will learn about food and 
diet in the past which has contributed to our knowledge 
of a balanced diet. We will learn about the different 
food groups, how water and nutrients are transported 
in the human body. We will also look at how the heart 
works and the circulatory system. 
 
Evolution and Inheritance – To recognise that living 
things produce offspring but are not always identical. 
We will learn how plants and animals adapt to their 
environment.

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Geography: South America – We will learn about the 
location and countries of South America.
